5) Use the sharp hobby knife to cut the slot on the stabilizer covering material in order to
prepare the good glue contact area between the fin and the stabilizer. Be careful not
to apply to much pressure on the knife. : ;

6) Use a ruler as the guidance to have the good cutting alignment.

7) Peel off the cutting sticker from the surface. _ .

8; After applying the Epoxy on both contact surfaces, use a triangle to align the fin to the
stabilizer. Hold this position for at lease 5 Minutes. e
